“City volun-
teers worked at their respective sites
from 10:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.,” said
Wanda Allen-Abraha, the City’s Human
Relations Director.

“We are very grateful to the City
Council for supporting this initiative,”
Allen-Abraha said. “Since 1985, when

Winston-Salem was among the first
cities in North Carolina to designate Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr. Day a holiday,
our elected officials have always pro-
moted city participation in honoring Dr.
King’s legacy.”

Yacinthe was honored for her efforts in
supporting young entrepreneurs in
Winston-Salem through activities such
as the Entrepreneurs Ecosystem of
Forsyth County, Venture Café, Center
for Creative Economy, and Millennial
Mondays.

Ramiro was honored by the commission
for his work to "uplift the marginalized
in our community" and his dedication to
"walking along side individuals that are
experiencing a health crisis."”
