PPSG SILVERARTS GENERAL INFORMATION

GENERAL GUIDELINES

Entries must be original work of the artist, completed since May 1, 2015. A piece may not be entered in more than one local
games, or have been previously entered in any SilverArts Competition.

Only one entry per sub-category is allowed.

Identification Cards must be attached to all Heritage and Visual Arts entries in Upper Right hand corner on the Back

HERITAGE ARTS

Heritage Art entries must be an original work. Patterns
may be used, but stamped pieces will NOT be accepted

GENERAL GUIDELINES: Must attach artist’s ID card to all
entries, in upper right hand corner on the back. Quilts/wall
hangings must have a sewn-on sleeve for hanging.

ALL FRAMED WORKS

e Must be securely wired.
e Must be at most 36" x 42" (including matting & frame)

NON-FRAMED WORKS
e Displayed in 3'(W) x 3'(L) x 5'(H) area.
e  Groupings: No more than 3/set and must be together

No entries allowed which are heavier than 50 pounds.

The following techniques are NOT permitted in Heritage Arts:
e Latch Hook Rugs, Kits, Plastic Jewelry, Stamped Needle-
work, Molded Ceramics, and Cheater cloth

VISUAL ARTS

GENERAL GUIDELINES

e  Original works only — no prints

e All work must be exhibition ready.

e |ID cards must be firmly attached
to upper right back corner.

e Weight may not exceed 50 pounds.

TWO-DIMENSIONAL WORKS
e May not exceed 36”X42”, including matt and frame
e Must be framed with hanging wire securely attached.

No alligator clips
e Canvas-Wrapped entries must have finished, painted

edges. No exposed staples.
THREE-DIMENSIONAL WORKS

e May not exceed 3 feet in width or diameter and may not ex-
ceed 5 feet in height. Must be securely attached to a base.

SCULPTURE
e Grouping may have no more than three pieces
maximum. Each piece must be labeled with an ID card.

Each entry must consist of one Presentation Copy for display
plus three photocopies for judging to be mailed with registra-
tion form by April 1st

GENERAL GUIDELINES

o Title and Page Number only (not author’s name) should
appear on the content pages.

e Do NOT staple
Author must keep original copy.
Typed, double-spaced, at least 10-point font with at least
1-inch margins on 8 %2 x 11 paper. Times New Roman or
Arial font preferred.

JUDGES COPY MUST HAVE A TITLE PAGE WITH:

e Must NOT have Authors Name on work
POEMS- 40 Line Maximum
SHORT STORIES (Fiction)- 8 page Maximum
ESSAYS-8 page Maximum (please add a descriptor excepting
an autobiography)
LIFE EXPERIENCES (Autobiographical)- 8 page Maximum
MY FAVORITE MEMORY (Local Competition Only)-8 page Max

PERFORMING ARTS

LENGTH OF ACT: THREE MINUTES MAXIMUM
(To avoid disqualification)

GENERAL GUIDELINES

e If recorded music is used for accompaniment/background,

the artist/group leader must submit a high quality CD.

(CD should be tested on two different players for play-ability

prior to submitting.)

No recorded instruction permitted on the CD

No Piano provided

Only 1 Microphone provided

Contestants must retrieve their own discs after the

competition

e No live animals are allowed in an act except for service ani-
mals

e Anything other than the items listed in the entry form
is considered a prop and must be furnished
by the participants.

o Performing Artists registering to compete in multiple
Games are required to provide that information on the
Performing Arts Information Form.

ACCOMPANIST
