
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  
CITY/COUNTY UTILITY COMMISSION MEETING  

June 11, 2007

DISTRIBUTION/COLLECTION GENERAL BUSINESS 
The Utility Commission approved agreements with 
various developers for nine projects: THE BLUFF’S AT 
RIVERSTON; RANSOM FOREST; OLDE FILEDS 
SUBDIVISION; TODD GENTLE; BARRINGTON 
OAKS SUBDIVISION; SNIDER TIRE-LOWERY 
STREET; SUMMERWOOD APARTMENT HOMES; 
AND THE CROSSLANDS SUBDIVISION where water 
and sewer facilities will be dedicated to the Commission. 
These improvements are valued at $1,765,840.00 and will 
provide service for water and sewer customers. A total of 
18,064 feet of water and 18,333 feet of sewer main will be 
extended to provide service for these projects. Two 
developers are entitled to immediate refunds in the total 
estimated amount of $50,500.00 to replace sewer lines. 
 
The Commission approved the purchase of easements for: 
OLD RURAL HALL ROAD SEWER LINE in the total 
amount of $3,880.00. 
 
The Commission awarded a contract to O’Brien Southern 
Treneching, Inc. in the amount of $17,159.85 for an 
amendment to Contract Number 2006-3 for water 
distribution system improvements by adding Project No. 
70854 Camp Hastings Road. The total amended contract 
value is now $900,444.19. 
  
The Commission approved contracts in the total amount of 
$453,866.98 for water and wastewater chemicals, water 
distribution, and sanitary sewer collection systems. 
 
The Commission approved a resolution authorizing 
revisions to the Sewer Use Resolution Policy regarding 
Industrial Waste Control; Sewer Back-Up Claims; and 
Outside Service Area Capacity Fees. 

GENERAL BUSINESS 
The Commission authorized a public hearing to consider 
and adopt appropriate percentage goals for participation 
by Minority and Women Owned Businesses (M/WBE) for 
construction of sanitary sewer collection system 
improvements-MONARCUS CREEK OUTFALL 
RELOCATION. 
 
The Commission held a public hearing and confirmed 
assessment rolls for the following projects: SKYCREST 
DRIVE; OAK SUMMIT ROAD; and PAULA DRIVE. 

A public hearing was held to consider sewer 
improvements on KERNERSVILLE ROAD. The 
project was approved by the Commission immediately 
following the public hearing.  
 
The Utility Commission approved a preliminary 
resolution providing for a public hearing for the 
following projects: FAWN RIDGE LANE; LAKE 
MEADOW COURT; SCOTT DRIVE; SEDGE 
GARDEN ROAD; and TAMMY DRIVE. A public 
hearing date is set for July 9, 2007. 
 
The Commission approved the filing of a preliminary 
assessment roll for the following: AUGUST DRIVE; 
BRANDYWINE DRIVE; CHESTER VALLEY 
ROAD; CLARENDON COURT; CRESTVIEW 
ROAD; KENBRIDGE ROAD; LANDOVER 
DRIVE; MILL BRIDGE ROAD; VALLEY BROOK 
COURT; VALLEY BROOK COURT; JORDAN 
ROAD; and white rock road. A public hearing date is 
set for July 9, 2007. 
 
The commission approved corrections to the March 12, 
2007 and April 16, 2007 minutes. 
 

SOLID WASTE 
The establishment of a capital reserve fund and transfer 
of funds in the total amount of $2,803,439.00 to support 
the Solid Waste Disposal Fund for closure and post 
closure care of the Salisbury Road Construction and 
Demolition Landfill were approved by the Commission. 
The transferred fund amounts will be reported as 
restricted assets of the Solid Waste Disposal Fund. 
 
A resolution authorizing renewal of special rate 
agreements for usage of Hanes Mill Road Landfill was 
approved. The agreements will establish a discounted 
rate of $30.00 per ton in return for delivery of a 
minimum of 700 tons per month of waste for FY2007-
08.  
 
An EXTRA ITEM was approved by the Commission 
generally opposing the Solid Waste Management Act of
