Distribution/Collection

General Business

The Utility Commission held a public hearing and adopted
appropriate verifiable M/WBE percentage goals for the
construction of the Hanes Mill Road Landfill Gas
Transmission Main and for the Construction of the Old
Salisbury Road Landfill Expansion.

A public hearing was held and the assessment rolls were
confirmed for the Shallowford Road and Kernersville
Road sewer main extension projects. Both projects were
approved as the result of sufficient petitions submitted by the
property owners along Shallowford Road and Kernersville
Road.

The Utility Commission approved a resolution and directed
the filing of preliminary assessment rolls and set a public
hearing for the following projects: Naomi Drive water and
sewer extension; Davis Road sewer extension;
Buddingbrook Lane, Clearwater Court, Duckworth
Court, Foxhunter Court, Mallard Lakes Drive, NC 65
(S.E. side only), Renwood Drive and Widgeon Court
sewer extension. The public hearing is set for April 13,
20009.

The Commission authorized the acceptance of donated
easements for the Bulkmatic water service connection.
These easements are necessary in order to replace
Bulkmatic’s connection to a failing 24” public water main
that is un-repairable. This connection was slated to be part
of the Water Distribution System Improvements project, but
is now being expedited due to infrastructure needs in the
area.

The Commission authorized the acquisition of property for
the Broadview Drive pump station project through
negotiated settlement. The Commission previously offered
$12,475 to the Recreation Club of Brookcliffe in
consideration of land value and various other considerations
as part of the appraisal obtained by the City. In
consideration to the independent appraisal submitted by the
Recreation Club, an additional $1,125 was added by the
Commission as additional compensation for trees. The total
offer to the Recreation Club of Brookcliffe is now $13,600.

The Utility Commission authorized a license agreement
amendment with Suncom Wireless for wireless system
upgrades on the Old Town Water Tank. The new rent
associated with the proposed upgrades is $1,953.23 a month
which equates to $23,438.76 in annual revenue. This is an
increase in annual revenue by $4,200.

Administration

The Utility Commission approved a resolution that affirmed
required assurances and agreements and designated an
authorized representative to file the applications for water
infrastructure funds under the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009. This resolution included 11
water infrastructure projects for consideration, totaling
$30,689,824 in requested funding.
